	 1.	� Launch Discern Reporting Portal. The Discern Reporting Portal can be accessed in the Cerner Application Bar, Powerchart Toolbar, 
Cerner Program Files, and Citrix Storefront Homepage. Access to the Discern Reporting Portal is set up with the IT department.
